3. In any of theDomesticCraftsClasses the exhibitsmust be theworkof the exhibitor.

4. Any exhibitormay stage anynumber of entries in any class.Noone exhibitmaybe entered intomore thanone class.

5. The entry fee for eachproposed exhibit, togetherwith the completedENTRYFORMmust behanded in to an
authorised receiving centre (see addresses onEntry Form)not later thanTuesday 22ndAugust 2023.Only the Show
Committeemay authorise the receiving of a late entry under special circumstances.

6. OnlyVases (providedby the exhibitor)maybeused for entries in theflower classes.

7. Staging of exhibits is to be completed between4pm -8pmonFriday 25thAugust or from8am -8.30amonSaturday
26thAugust.No exhibit however,will be allowed into the Showafter 8.30amwhen the doorswill be finally closed.
Exhibitor'sTickets, for displaywith each exhibit,must be obtained from the ShowSecretary prior to staging in theHall.

8. No exhibitormaybe allowed to remain in the venuewhilst judging is taking place.

9. If no exhibit in a given class is deemedworthy of a first or any other prize the judgeswill say so.

10. TheShowwill open to exhibitors and visitors at 12noon and theAwards andPrizeswill be from3.30pm.

11. No exhibitsmaybe removed from the Showuntil after theRaffleDraw.

12. While all reasonable carewill be taken, theCommitteewill not be responsible for any loss or damage to any exhibit or
personal property of the exhibitor.

13. Anyunforeseen incident arising will be dealtwith by the ShowSecretary assisted by any twomembers of the Show
Committee.

14. Any reasonable objectionmust be lodgedwith a ShowSecretary no later than1.30pmonShowDay.TheShowManager
and any twomembers of the ShowCommitteewill decide the outcome.

15. All exhibits in theFlower, Fruit andVegetable classeswill be judged in accordancewith the suggestions contained in the
currentRoyalHorticultural SocietyHandbook.

16. TheShowCommittee reserve the right to inspect theGardenorAllotment of any intending exhibitor at any timeprior
to the Show.
